Upcoming Flooring Project
Late July through the first week of September

We are planning to have the asbestos floor tiles in the first and second floors removed and replaced with new
flooring, which will be a combination of vinyl and carpet. This decisimadedue to the health hazard posed by
asbestos. The initial plan to replace the carpet in tfil@drdtallway led to the discovery of asbesintining

tiles throughout the building.

After consulting with John Reardon, Director of Buildings and Property for our Diocese, the Finance Council
recommended addressing the asbestos issue now to prevent any future regrets. The total cost of the project
estimated to be around $80,000, andawe applied for a 50% matching grant from the Diocese, along with fund
set aside from previous years for capital projects.

The decisiommaking process involved various parties, including Parish Staff, Finance Council, Pastoral Counc
knowledgeable parishioners. The project will cause significant inconveniences, such as the closure of certain
limited parking accessd the temporary relocation of office spaces.

During this period, we ask for patience, kindness, and prayers for the workers' safety and odbpeitadf's well

Blessed Pier Giorgio Frassati is a saint for the modern world, and especially for young peo
Born in 1901 in Turin, Italy, his time on earth wasfstooty 24 yeafsbut he filled it
passionately with holy living. Pier Giorgio was a model of vittue,@ o f t he be a
Pope John Paul Il called him at his beatification ceremony in 1990. He was described by
friends asadn e x p | o sAg Riar GiardieQjsteryLucitana, says in her biography of her
brother,dHe represented the finest in Ciais youth: pure, happy, enthusiastic about
everything that is good and beautiful .o

To our modern world which is often burdened by cynicism and angst, Pie@Gifergibers a brilliant contrast, a
life rich in meaning, purpose, and peace derived from faith in God. From the earliest age, and despite two
unreligious parents who misunderstood and disapproved of his piety and intense interest in Catholicism, Pier
Giorgio placed Christ first in all that he did. These parental misunderstandings, which were very painful to hin
persisted until the day of his sudden death of polio. HowemEmehthis treatment patiently, silently, and with
great love.

Pier Giorgio was handsome, vibrant, and natural. These attractive characteristics drew people to him. He hac
good friends and he shared his faith with them with ease and openness. He engaged himself in many differel
apostolates. Pier Giorgio alscelbgports. He was an avid outdoorsman and loved hiking, riding horses, skiing, -
mountain climbing. He was never one to pass on playing a practical joke, either. He relished laughter and got
humor. . .

Most notably, however, Pier Giorgio lived his faith through constant, humble, mostly hidden service to the po
of Turin. Although Pier Giorgio grew up in a privileged environment, he never lorded over anyone the wealth
prestige of his family. Inatg he lived simply and gave away food, money, or anything that anyone asked of hir
is suspected that he contracted from the very people to whom he was ministering in the slums the polio that \
kill him.
