A conglomeration of many suggestions/comments/questions about one topic: Our hymnals include readings 
and music. We have boards at the front of our church that note where to find readings and music in the hymnals 
for the day’s Mass.  Why do we need worship aids?  It’s clumsy to hold/keep track of/bother with. 
  
Response: Our Liturgy Committee considered this issue during their most recent meeting.  Some notes from their 
discussion: 

·                     By using the hymnals, the parishioners can see the verses that the cantor sings. 
·                     The announcements on the back of the aid are in the bulletin and shared verbally at each Mass. 
·                     It will make it easier for ushers if they donõt have to hand out the papers. 
·                     Some people use the aid as a bookmark for songs in the hymnal. It was noted that there are 
bookmarks available on the bookshelves holding the hymnals. 
·                     It will save money and the environment by eliminating the extra paper each week. 

  
The Liturgy Committee reached a consensus to eliminate worship aids and only use hymnals.  They shared this information 
with our Pastoral Council who agreed with their assessment.
