My Dear Brother Priests,

During the COVID-19 pandemic, I asked that several safety measures be implemented n
parishes and during Mass out of concern for the health of our parishioners. Please take a
moment to read this letter which shares updates to those safety measures I previously
implemented.

PRECIOUS BLOOD OF CHRIST

After much prayerful discernment and consultation with members of the medical
community, [ am reinstating the distribution of the Sacred Cup to the faithful who wish to
receive 1t effective April 6, 2023. This date 1s most appropriate as it 1s Holy Thursday, when we
recall that our Lord Jesus first gave the Church this precious gift of His Body and His Blood at
the Last Supper.

While we believe that when one receives either the Body or Blood of Christ, one 1s
receiving the whole Chrnist, “His Body, Blood, Soul. and Divinity,” nevertheless, “sharing in both
euchanstic species reflects more fully the sacred realities that the Liturgy signifies” (Norms for
the Distribution and Reception of Holy Communion Under Both Kinds in the Dioceses of the
United States of America, #8, #10). I urge you to begin preparing and catechizing the assembly,
and most importantly, Extraordimary Ministers of Holy Communion. The faithful should be
reminded that the reception of the Sacred Cup has always been optional; those who are
uncomfortable or fearful of drinking from the chalice should not feel badly. Moreover, from a
practical point, it may take a while for members of the assembly to re-engage receiving under
both forms, so that needs to be taken into consideration regarding the amount of wine that 1s
consecrated as well as the number of communion stations. In fact, I advise that if any of us has
an 1llness to refrain from the Sacred Cup out of concern for our fellow brothers and sisters in
Chnist. Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion should be reminded of the theological
significance of their ministry as well as review practical procedures of wiping the chalice
thoroughly after each communicant. Also, keep in mind that prior to the COVID-19 pandemic, [
mandated that all priests, deacons, and Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion use hand
sanitizer before they begin to distribute communion. I still urge that the protocol remain i place
for priests, deacons, and Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion to sanitize their hand after
distributing the Body of Chnist on the tongue. Considenng the hifting of mask restrictions for
most public venues, | have decided that priests, deacons, and Extraordinary Ministers of Holy
Communion are no longer required to wear face masks when distributing Communion to the
farthful. Thus 1s effective immediately.

SIGN OF PEACE

Another part of our sacred liturgy that has been deeply affected by the COVID-19
pandemic is the Sign of Peace. If you recall. prior to the pandemic we were encouraged to greet
those around us with a handshake or a gentle embrace. | have decided to allow both “tactile” and
“non-tactile” gestures. This 1s also a imely opportunity to catechize the faithful on the liturgical
meaning of this moment within the liturgy. Remind the assembly that this 1s not a time for
“Hello, how are you doing?” or “Good morning!™ Rather we are bestowing one another with the
Peace of Christ. In the Gospel of John (14:27), Jesus makes 1t clear that the peace that he bestows
on us, that we in turn share with one another, is not as the world gives. The Church tells us that
“It 1s appropriate that each person, in a sober manner, offer the sign of peace only to those

nearest to them™ (GIRM, #82).

In closing, in my travels throughout the state I am privileged to have good conversations
with the faithful in our parishes. I know that most will rejoice that this day has finally arrived.
Since March 2020, we have learned and developed many precautionary wellness habits to care
for our own health and wellness, and that of our neighbors. Out of respect for our brothers and
sisters in Chrnist, let us not diminish this mindfulness.

And
looking at Jesus purifies our eyes and prepares them for eternal
life, for the vision of heaven” (Homily, March 2014).

GO EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

We Catholics like to pray out loud. Whether we’re singing the
“Holy, Holy” with gusto or quietly reciting the rosary, most of
us can say with confidence, “we have a prayer for that.” And,
of course, prayer is one of the three pillars of Lent (along with
fasting and almsgiving). Today’s account of the Transfigura-
tion instructs us pretty clearly to listen. As Jesus is transfig-
ured, the disciples hear a voice from the cloud: “This is my
beloved Son, with whom | am well pleased; listen to him.” As
we enter the second week of Lent, many of us have chosen
something to “give up” or done something more proactive.
Either way, today’s readings remind us to enter this peniten-
tial season with open hearts - and open ears. We can listen
to Jesus by studying Scripture, being especially attentive to
the Sunday homily, or quietly soaking in his presence through
eucharistic adoration.

Ex 17:3-7

In those days, in their thirst for water, the people grumbled against Moses,

saying, “Why did you ever make us leave Egypt? Was it just to have us die here of thirst with our children and our
livestock?” So Moses cried out to the LORD, “What shall I do with this people? a little more and they will stone me!”
The LORD answered Moses, “Go over there in front of the people, along with some of the elders of Israel, holding in
your hand, as you go, the staff with which you struck the river. I will be standing there in front of you on the rock in
Horeb. Strike the rock, and the water will flow from it for the people to drink.” This Moses did, in the presence of the
elders of Israel.

Gospel

Jn 4:5-42

Jesus came to a town of Samaria called Sychar, near the plot of land that Jacob had given to his son Joseph. Jacob’s well
was there. Jesus, tired from his journey, sat down there at the well. It was about noon. A woman of Samaria came to
draw water. Jesus said to her, “Give me a drink.” His disciples had gone into the town to buy food. The Samaritan
woman said to him, “How can you, a Jew, ask me, a Samaritan woman, for a drink?”

—Tor Jews use nothing in common with Samaritans.— Jesus answered and said to her, “If you knew the gift of God
and who is saying to you, ‘Give me a drink, you would have asked him and he would have given you living water.” The
woman said to him, “Sir, you do not even have a bucket and the cistern is deep; where then can you get this living
water? Are you greater than our father Jacob, who gave us this cistern and drank from it himself with his children and
his flocks?” Jesus answered and said to her, “Everyone who drinks this water will be thirsty again; but whoever drinks
the water I shall give will never thirst; the water I shall give will become in him a spring of water welling up to eternal
life.” The woman said to him, “Sir, give me this water, so that I may not be thirsty or have to keep coming here to draw
water.” Jesus said to her, “Go call your husband and come back.” The woman answered and said to him, “I do not have
a husband.” Jesus answered her, “You are right in saying, ‘I do not have a husband.” For you have had five

husbands, and the one you have now is not your husband. What you have said is true.” The woman said to him, “Sir, I
can see that you are a prophet. Our ancestors worshiped on this mountain; but you people say that the place to worship
is in Jerusalem.” Jesus said to her, “Believe me, woman, the hour is coming when you will worship the Father neither
on this mountain nor in Jerusalem. You people worship what you do not understand; we worship what we

understand, because salvation is from the Jews. But the hour is coming, and is now here, when true worshipers will
worship the Father in Spirit and truth; and indeed the Father seeks such people to worship him. God is Spirit, and
those who worship him must worship in Spirit and truth.” The woman said to him, “I know that the Messiah is coming,
the one called the Christ; when he comes, he will tell us everything.” Jesus said to her, “I am he, the one speaking with
you.”

At that moment his disciples returned, and were amazed that he was talking with a woman, but still no one said, “What
are you looking for?” or “Why are you talking with her?” The woman left her water jar and went into the town and said
to the people, “Come see a man who told me everything I have done. Could he possibly be the Christ?” They went out
of the town and came to him. Meanwhile, the disciples urged him, “Rabbi, eat.” But he said to them, “I have food to
cat of which you do not know.” So the disciples said to one another, “Could someone have brought him something to
cat?” Jesus said to them, “My food is to do the will of the one who sent me and to finish his work. Do you not say, ‘In
four months the harvest will be here’? I tell you, look up and see the fields ripe for the harvest. The reaper is already
receiving payment and gathering crops for eternal life, so that the sower and reaper can rejoice together. For here the
saying is verified that ‘One sows and another reaps.” I sent you to reap what you have not worked for; others have done
the work, and you are sharing the fruits of their work.”

Many of the Samaritans of that town began to believe in him because of the word of the woman who testified, “He told
me everything I have done.” When the Samaritans came to him, they invited him to stay with them; and he stayed there
two days. Many more began to believe in him because of his word, and they said to the woman, “We no longer believe
because of your word; for we have heard for ourselves, and we know that this is truly the savior of the world.”
