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SAINT OF THE WEEK: Saint Julian of Norwich May 13

Saint Julian (her birth name is unknown) was born in Norwich, England in 1342. In 1373 she
contracted the Black Death, which had been sweeping England and Europe for some time. A pr
attended to administer the last rites to Julian, and in a statatieaste experienced a series of 16
=4 Visions while staring at a crucifix held by the priest. Inmediately following her illness she wrote &
short text about her miraculous recovery, and later, in about 1394, wrote a longer text describing her visions
spritual revelations during her illness called Revelations of Divine Love, which was to become the first book i
English language known to have been written by a woman.

Following her recovery, she chose to become secluded as an anchoress at the church of St Julian in Norwicl
enclosed in a small cell measuring about 100 square feet (9.3 square meters), adopting the name Julian. The
a window into the church toadl her to receive the Eucharist at the Church Mass, and a window to the street tc
allow spiritual counseling for visitors, and one to communicate with her servant who brought her food. She a
had a small, enclosed garden.

Julia® lifestyle of prayer and contemplation was informed by the Ancrene Rywle, a 13th century guidebook f
anchoresses. Prayer times were set for seven different times throughout the day and night. Other rules incluc
her clothing was to be plain, wannad welmade, and her shoes were to be soft and warm in winter. She was not
to wear a ring or brooch, striped girdle or gloves. When her parlor window was open, she was hidden from vi
a curtain. She could not send or receive letters, anpedpde came to her for counsel, she was obliged to keep
their confidences. She was, however, allowed to have a cat to keep vermin at bay.

It is believed that she developed a close relationship with her cat, and she is known as both the patron saint ¢
contemplatives and of cats. It is said that Julian and her cat anchored the Light during one of the darkest peri
history. In herrevdlansorcs howi ngs é, Julian had new insiQhts i
warmth, closeness, tenderness and compassion. She showed optimism and hope in a time when the world w
much in need of these things.
